1 Introduction

1.1 Genera

CliniView is software for dental digital X-ray image processing and
acquisition. CliniView image acquisition supports Instrumentarium
Imaging’s Orthopantomograph® and Orthoceph® digital units and Sigma
intraoral system. CliniView stores images and patient information in a
database and provides tools for database archiving.

Thismanual covers the installation and managing of CliniView software. The
user manua covers how to use the CliniView software. Refer to your
equipment manuas before installing or using the equipment. See your
additional Windows manuals for further information about the Windows
environment.

When the software is properly installed, you can perform the following
operations, assuming that al the other equipment is ready for use:

*  Create new patient and store patient information in a database.

e Capture and store digital X-ray images with exposure values from the
device.

*  Export and import digital images. You can also import images from
digital sources not developed by Instrumentarium I maging.

*  Process images to enhance their diagnostic value with dental specific
tools.

*  Anayse the image with application specific measurement tools.

e Build an environment with multiple workstations using a database
shared over a network.

CliniView works with, Windows® 2000, and Windows® XP, Windows® 98
SE operating systems. However, not all program features will function with
certain operating systems. Refer to the table of suitable combinations in
section 1.6 for more information. In order to take full advantage of the
diagnostic software, you have to be familiar with the functionaity of the
operating system. CliniView alows you to import and export image files.
Supported file formats are D32, JPG, TIF, BMP and PNG D32 is
Instrumentarium Imaging’s own file format. Images can be saved in the
database in PNG formats. Images can be exported either as you see them on
the window or as the entire original image.

CliniView can be used in a network environment. If CliniView isinstalled in
several computers, the patient and image databases can be shared and used
from different workstations.

Instrumentarium Imaging strongly recommends that you read this manual
before installing and using this software.

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4 Upgrading CliniView

4.1  Upgrading CliniView 4.1 or older version
411 Prior toconversion

The platform selection for server computer before updating process is very
important. The conversion process is validated to be done ONLY in
Windows® 2000 or Windows® XP operating systems. This will cause an
action that database and images must be moved from present server computer
to the future server computer before any other action.

Pay attention and verify the current CliniView workstation, viewstation and
server architecture. In the new CliniView database structure the database
engine is located only in one computer. This is one of the main differences
compared to the old one.

The conversion can be done over the network. If the network speed is slow
with stability problems and database is bigger than few Mb consider making
conversion process locally in the server computer. (This requires a lot of
empty disk space, about three times more than current image folder size)

Update process:

1  Make backup of the old CliniView, specialy the database, template and
image folders.

2 Make CliniView 5 database server selection. Note: operating system in
the conversion computer must be either Widows® 2000 or Windows®
XP.

3 Ingtal new CliniView database to the selected server. Take a copy of
database network configuration file to floppy disk (CVDataSource.ini).
Thisis a specific step for this operation during database installation. See
chapter Installing database to server for details.

If you start CliniView while CliniView is aready
running, no additiona instances of the program are started. However, the
already running CliniView reads the Practice Management Interface section
of the CliniView.ini file and acts accordingly. Finaly, CliniView sets all
entriesin the Practice Management Interface section to 0.

The Practice Management Interface section in the CliniView.ini file is
described below.

The mandatory fields are:

USE PRACTICE MANAGEMENT:

If set to 1, CliniView reads the Practice Management Interface section at
startup and on activation and users are not allowed to change or add new
patients manually from the CliniView user interface

CLEAR _PRACTICE_ MANAGEMENT _AUTOMATICALLY:

If set to 1, CliniView resets USE_PRACTICE_MANAGEMENT and the
patient keys every time CliniView reads the cliniview.ini file. If set to O,
CliniView does not reset (to 0) the keys.

PATID:

Patient ID shall be unique and defined by PMS software. Practice
Management Interface

PATDB defines date of birth, which shall be formatted as defined in system
regional settings.

USE PRACTISE_MANAGEMENT=1

and CLEAR_PRACTISE_MANAGEMENT=1.

Set CLEAR_PRACTICE_MANAGEMENT_AUTOMATICALLY=1, if the
PMS software automatically sets USE_PRACTICE_MANAGEMENT = 1.
